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Abstract: Due to outstanding features, some buildings become milestones for both the history of architecture
and the preservation of cultural heritage. At the same time, however, the same special qualities that give such edifices
the status and aura of landmarks overshadowed (at least in the past) other meanings, sometimes leading even to the
elimination of some of the layers resulting from the historical evolution that the present (after the Venice Charter
with its respect for “the valid contributions of various ages”) would consider at least as important. In most cases, those
significances and historical szrata are lost forever. Sometimes, however, the very interventions of the past that saved,
but also impoverished these buildings offer the chance of a complete recovery of the meanings previously sacrificed
in favour of the most remarkable ones. The “Stone House” in the village of Heristi is one of these buildings, its rich
denotations and connotations being acquired along the three major “moments” owed to the Nisturel lineage, to Prince
Milo§ Obrenovi¢ and to the Stolojan family — meanings and “moments” exposed in a previous article. In the present one,
the three restoration projects from the 20" century are addressed, as well as the works executed then, projects and works
which, in the current view, are not scientifically founded (anymore) but which, paradoxically or not, currently offer the
basis on which it is possible to develop an intervention that allows the effective in sizu recovery of the meanings due to
the more recent stages of the historica{) evolution of the complex.

Rezumat: Gratie unor trisituri exceptionale, unele clidiri devin repere, atit pentru istoria arhitecturii, ct si
pentru prezervarea patrimoniului cultural. In acelasi timp insd, aceleasi calititi deosebite care conferi acestor edificii
statutul si aura unor jaloane au umbrit (cel putin in trecut) alte semnificatii, uneori chiar pani la eliminarea unor straturi
rezultate din evolutia istoricd pe care prezentul (ulterior Cartei de la Venetia cu al siu respect fati de ,contributiile
valabile ale diverselor epoci”) le-ar considera cel putin la fel de remarcabile. De cele mai multe ori intelesurile si etapele
istorice respective riman pierdute pentru totdeauna. Alteori insd, tocmai interventiile de odinioard care au salvat, dar au
si saricit cladirile respective oferd azi sansa unei recuperiri complete a sensurilor sacrificate anterior in favoarea celor mai
eclatante intelesuri. ,Casa de Piatrd” din Herdsti se afld in aceastd situatie micar prin bogitia de semnificatii cumulati
prin succesiunea celor trei ,momente” pe care le-a cunoscut prin stirpea Nisturel, Frin rincipele Milo§ Obrenovi¢ si prin
familia Stolojan — semnificatii si ,momente” expuse intr-un articol anterior. In cel de fati sunt abordate cele trei proiecte
de restaurare din veacul al 20-lea precum si lucririle executate atunci, proiecte si lucriri care, in viziunea actuald, nu (mai)
sunt fondate stiintific dar care, paradoxal sau nu, constituie in prezent baza pe care este posibild elaborarea unei interventii
ce permite efectiva recuperare iz situ a sensurilor datorate etapelor mai recente din evolutia istorici a ansamblului.
