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Abstract: At the end of the 19t century and the beginning of the 20, the archeological sites unraveled a new category of
monuments previously ignored — the ornamented hearths. Discovered for the first time in England and Ukraine, then on the current
territories of Bulgaria, Romania, France, Germany, Poland, the Czech Republic and Denmark, they belong, along with some other
materials, to the European material and spiritual heritage. They were made from a material that was very much at hand clay. Their
polished surface was sometimes decorated with lines made through incisions or by pressing a rope into it and it consisted in squares or
concentric circles, meanders; they were separated into panes and had elliptical ornaments in the corners. The context of their discovery
indicates that they were used either as mere household fireplaces or in rituals. Archeological literature provides us with an impressive
amount of data regarding this subject. Things are completely different when it comes to seeing these architectural monuments in
protected archeological sites or in museums. Two decorated hearths of this kind were found in the excavations from Carlominesti -
Cetatuia in 2004; they are monuments of the Geto-Dacian classical civilization. They were situated in two houses that are believed to
have been of public use. The plan of the buildings as well as their orientation, with the front facing North, points to a typical Geto-
Dacian sanctuary. A secondary restoration and conservation project that was attached to the initial project of archeological research
allowed for one of them (Cpl. 27) to be taken, conserved and eventually exhibited. The methods used in the operation of conservation
and restoration are presented in detail hoping that the archaeologists will pay more attention to these kind of monuments in the future.
Due to the joint research and conservation project, the Cpl. 27 has presently joined the other monuments of its kind and may be
admired or studied in Buziu County Museum (Muzeul Judetean Buziu).
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Rezumat: Vetrele-altar sunt uneori parte a inventarului imobil al asezirilor de epoci geto-dacici clasici. Monumente cu
caracter ritual, acestea sunt putin cunoscute de publicul larg, din cauza lipsei unei metode corespunzitoare de prelevare si tratament de
conservare-restaurare. Membrii colectivului de cercetare arheologici sistematici de la Carlominesti - Cezdzuia, au addugat proiectului
initial de cercetare si proiectul de prelevare-conservare si restaurare al unei vetre-altar descoperiti in anul 2004. Acest proiect secundar
s-a finalizat cu expunerea monumentului in Muzeul Judetean Buziu.

Situl arheologic de pe platoul Cetdfuia se afld in marginea satului Carlominesti, com. Vernesti, la circa
13 km nord-vest de municipiul Buziu. Platoul, cu o suprafati de aproape 7500 m?, este un martor de eroziune
al terasei raului Buziu. Citre est si sud are pante abrupte, cu o diferentd de nivel de cca. 25 m fatd de ses, iar
inspre nord si vest este despartit prin ravene naturale de terasa inalta actuald a Buziului.

Cercetirile arheologice sistematice efectuate’ au inregistrat douid momente de locuire intensi, datate
in epoca bronzului (cultura Monteoru), precum si in perioada geto-dacicd din sec. II-I a.Chr., cind aici a
functionat o asezare de tip dava. Citeva fragmente ceramice reprezinti urmele modeste ale unei locuiri
hallstattiene. Perioada culturii getice timpurii (sec. IV-III a.Chr.) este marcatd de citeva complexe de locuire
ce au livrat material ceramic caracteristic, chiar daci putin numeros.
