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Abstract: The first part, The City Through Metamorphoses: Bucharest and Number 16 of Negustori Street/ Merchant’s
Street,” delved into processes and phenomena that resulted, over time, in the constructed reality tiat incorporates cultural
values that, without hesitation, the present considers worthy of preservation. The following are dedicated to another
type of transformations, even if equally historical, in the sense that they also belong to the past. However, they are those
transformations whose outcomes are only at first glance as coherent and as deserving of protection but which, upon deeper
analysis, prove to be less beneficial. Representing therefore cases of questionable progress or even regression, this type
of metamorphoses constitutes the true touchstone for the cultural evaluation approach — the cornerstone of any gesture
undertaken to preserve the built cultural heritage, from the record of historical monuments fo the design and execution
of interventions, the extent of which was ﬁnaﬁy recognized by law in the spring of 2024.” In favour of the previous
statements and therefore for the substantiation of any preservation intervention, regardless of type and scale, through an
in-depth cultural assessment, two of the numerous relevant case studies argue in the following, namely those constituted
by the main headquarters of the “Carol Davila” University of Medicine and Pharmacy in Bucharest, respectively from
the area related to Pache Protopopescu Boulevard (Pake for short) near the former Iancului Barrier of the Former eastern
city exit. The qualities of this approach to built cultural heritage, sometimes demonstrated in recent decades by the
professional practice, have led central authorities to explicitly propose including this type of study among the mandatory
ones. Consequently, through its recent addition, Law no. 422/2001 on the protection of historical monuments, supports
the real substantiation of conservation and restoration designs.

Rezumat: Prima parte, The City Through Metamorphoses: Bucharest and Number 16 of Negustori Street / Merchant’s
Street’, a aprofundat procese si fenomene din care a rezultat, in timp, realitatea construiti ce incorporeazi valori
culturale pe care, firi ezitare, prezentul le considerd demne de a fi prezervate. Cele ce urmeazi sint dedicate altui gen de
transformiri chiar daci la fel de istorice, in sensul in care apartin in egald misuri trecutului. Sint insi acele prefaceri ale
ciror rezultate sint numai la prima vedere la fel de coerente si la fel de vrednice de a fi pistrate dar care, la o analizd mai
profundi, se dovedesc mai putin benefice. Reprezentind asadar cazuri de progres discutabile sau chiar de regres, acest
